OBSFC  EAST / WEST CHALLENGE 2021
PURPOSE:  To provide a friendly annual competition which tests the prowess and fishing skills of OBSFC  members residing on opposite sides of the White Oak River.

FORMAT : In order to promote conservation, this will be a tourney based on largest fish, not most fish caught. Each team can submit one fish for consideration of each of the targeted species – Red Drum, Speckled Trout, and Black Drum.  A point system will determine the winner of the Coveted Oar. One point will be awarded for a submitted fish of each species. Ten additional points will be awarded for a “slam”, that is, a fish from all three species.  Additional points in quarter point increments will be awarded for inches in excess of the legal size limit. For example, a 16 1/4 inch trout would earn a total of 3 ¼ points. 
RULES:

1. Lines in the water commencing at sunrise of the tournament day.

2. The areas to be fished include the White Oak River and adjoining creeks from the Swansboro bridges upstream to Maysville.

3. All club members are eligible to participate.

4. Those members residing in excess of one mile from  the river may elect to fish on either side but are encouraged to balance the number of participants on the teams. Prior to tourney, captains will attempt to assess and even team numbers.
5. All fish to be caught by hook and line using baits and lures that are in accord with NC fishing regulations.

6. All fish presented for consideration will be certified as qualifying by the team captains or members appointed by them, then measured to the quarter inch using a metal measuring device similar to that used by the Marine Patrol (i.e. “Blue Ruler”).
7. To be considered, fish must be present at the measuring station by 14:30 (cell phone time). An audible signal (bell, whistle or air horn) will denote official end. Boats not tied to dock, or in the process of doing so will be considered as not present.
8. The winning team will be determined by the total number of points earned.
9. In the unlikely event of a tie, the winner will be determined by the fish of any of the species which most greatly exceeds its legal length limit. If still tied, the second fish which exceeds its limit will be used, then the third fish.
Tourney HDQTRS and measuring station will be Olin Biddy's Dock (Blue Roof).
Date of event is October 16 with a rain date of October 23.
